C: Have you ever thought you should cut down on your drinking?

A: Have you ever been annoyed by criticism of your drinking?

G: Have you ever felt guilty about your drinking?

E: Do you ever have an eye-opener (a drink or two) in the morning?

Key

· One “yes” answer suggests a need for discussion and follow-up; taking the survey may help some people in denial to accept that a problem exists

· Two or more “yes” answers indicates a problem with alcohol; intervention is likely needed

Alcohol-Related Screening Questions

· Have you had any fractures or dislocations to your bones or joints since your eighteenth birthday?

· Have you been injured in a road traffic accident?

· Have you ever injured your head?

· Have you been in a fight or been hit or punched in the last 6 months?

Key

· “Yes” to two or more questions is a red flag.
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
