5. Race? (Black, Hispanic, Pacific Island, or Native American descent: increased risk)

6. Exposure to chemicals (e.g., paint, glue, degreasing solvents, cleaning solvents)? Drugs?
7. Low birth weight?

8. Urine color change? (Blood, pus)

9. Change in urinary frequency?

10. Shoulder or flank pain?

11. Costovertebral tenderness?

12. NSAIDs or acetaminophen use?

13. Chills, nausea or malaise?

Observations:

1. Signs of peripheral neuropathy

2. Skin hypersensitivity (hyperesthesia of T10-L1 dermatomes)

3. Fever or other constitutional symptoms
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
