Screening Medications

· Are you taking any prescription or over-the-counter medications?

Follow-up Questions 

· If no, you may have to probe further regarding use of laxatives, aspirin, acetaminophen (Tylenol), and so forth. 

· If yes:

· What medication do you take?

· How often?

· What dose do you take?

· Why are you taking these medications?

· When was the last time that you took these medications? Have you taken these drugs today?

· Do the medications relieve your pain or symptoms?

· If yes, how soon after you take the medications do you notice an improvement?

· Do you notice any increase in symptoms or perhaps the start of symptoms after taking your medication(s)? (This may occur 30 minutes to 2 hours after ingestion.)

· If prescription drugs, who prescribed them for you?

· How long have you been taking these medications?

· When did your physician last review these medications?

· Are you taking any medications that weren’t prescribed for you?

· If no, follow-up with: Are you taking any pills given to you by someone else besides your doctor?
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
